INTRODUCTION :
The use of the first osseointegrated implants to replace missing dental elements, almost 50 years ago, represented a huge evolution in dental rehabilitation techniques .Over the years, many solutions have been proposed in order to improve the clinical performance of dental implants.The current trend in implant surgery is to further improve these clinical procedures by reducing total rehabilitation duration using, at the same time, less invasive surgical techniques.
